Assist marketing function in creating artwork and sales-support activities, such as updating ipad
and internal photo library; digital and website updates; attending CPDs, client events and trade
fairs; and other ad-hoc support.

Assist the design managers in maintaining up-to-date contact details in the CRM.

Deal with telephone queries.
